However, these groups did important, groundbreaking work and had great success,
and the California Water Plan Update 2013 encourages people who participated in these groups
to participate in the new process. Consistent with discussions at the November 2009 Tribal
Water Summit, this new process includes a Tribal Advisory Committee that will build on the
2008 Tribal Communication Plan and continue to guide Tribal communication efforts for the
Water Plan.
